STORAGE PROCEDURES
During summer, or when a snowmobile is not in
use for more than three months, proper storage
is required.
Procedures are detailed in PERIODIC MAINTE-
NANCE PROCEDURES subsection.

STORAGE

Clean the vehicle

Protect fuel system by adding fuel
stabilizer to fuel following the product
manufacturer recommendations.
Run the engine after adding the product to
the fuel

Lubricate brake lever pivot

Inspect and lubricate rear suspension

Charge battery monthly to keep it fully charge
during storage

Block muffler with rags

Lubricate front suspension

Lift rear of vehicle until track is clear of the ground.
Do not release track tension

NOTICE The snowmobile has to be stored
in a cool and dry place and covered with an
opaque but ventilated tarpaulin. This will pre-
vent sun rays and grime from affecting plastic
components and vehicle finish.
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
